— children should suggest anything logical.

2. The soft warm fur of a man-eating beast (a lion or tiger).
3. It landed with a cool clear plop (rain/water).

4. It was homely, like the smell of fresh bread from the oven
(any logical suggestions).

5. It shimmered like a star on a clear summer’s night (any
logical suggestions).

6. It bounced beneath my feet as | ran across the field
(grass).

7. It smelt fresh and dewy, with a gentle chill (morning air).
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
