Encryption algorithm

The art of protecting informa-
tion by transforming it into an
unreadable format, called ci-
pher text.

The act of taking a message,
called plaintext, and applying
an operation to it, called a ci-
pher, so that you receive a gar-
bled, unreadable message as
the output, called ciphertext.

The process of converting a ci-
phertext back into plaintext.

2.The key
