Smart motorways constantly adapt to traffic
conditions, reducing traffic jams and minimising
everyone's journey time.

Traffic offences (for example, driving in the wrong
lane) can be automatically penalised using ANPR.

Poorly designed systems could
compromise safety.

Stolen cars and criminals can be spotted using
ANPR.
