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What's Already Being Done

The amount of people living in poverty is declining, but the rate of
decline has slowed significantly in recent years. One major issue is that
there are large populations of people who have a job, but who still live
in extreme poverty.

Another important issue is that the amount of
climate-related disasters has been rapidly
increasing in the last few decades, and poor and
vulnerable populations are more at risk for
experiencing the negative effects of these disasters.
